The vision for WLI-Northeast is threefold.  We train and equip:

1)  Members of the Body of Christ for fruitful marketplace ministry.

2)  Men and women for future leadership positions in the Body of Christ and in the marketplace, 

3)  Leaders with necessary skills for effective ministry.
The educational paradigm of Wagner Leadership Institute differs considerably from traditional academic models of ministerial or ordination-track education. WLI Rochester’s methodology of training is not based exclusively or even primarily on classroom education, programmed to meet predetermined academic standards.  Rather, it incorporates a variety of learning events and experiences that are offered as a basis for earning training units.
Wagner Leadership Institute positions itself in the evangelical theological stream of Protestant Christianity. We adhere to the Apostles’ Creed and to the core doctrines of the Protestant Reformation, namely the ultimate and essential authority of the Scriptures for Christian faith and practice, justification by faith, and the priesthood of all believers. We believe that God is Father, Son, and Holy Spirit, that Jesus was born of a virgin, that He was physically raised from the dead, and that an individual’s personal relationship to Jesus Christ as Lord and Savior determines that individual’s eternal destiny in heaven or in hell.  The fulfillment of Jesus’ Great Commission to make disciples of all nations is central to the focus of Wagner Leadership Institute.

Educational Format – Grading

The focus on training in WLI is more on impartation than information.  This is not to deny the importance of information, but rather it is to affirm that relevant information will be provided in a context of imparting skills and anointing for practical ministry.  Ministry by the Holy Spirit receives equal emphasis to ministry in the Word of Truth.

Therefore, unlike purely academic training, which measures head knowledge alone, WLI recognizes that impartation of revelation is unique to the students’ life and experience as well as “head knowledge”.  The student does the best job measuring the impact of the anointing and revelation.  Therefore, grades are not given for courses or training experiences.  Instead, the student completes a reflective paper to try to communicate the depth of knowledge and impartation the course has provided.

New Student Application Process

The registration process is simple and streamlined.

Step 1
The applicant begins the process by completing a WLI Student Application.  Each applicant must also have a pastoral recommendation form sent in at the time of application.
Step 2
The applicant then submits the WLI Student Application with an application fee to WLI Registrar.

Step 3

The WLI Dean reviews the application determining the applicant’s diploma track and advanced standing status, if any. The dean then sends the formal acceptance letter to the prospective student.  The letter will indicate their diploma track level, any advanced standing status and diploma requirements.
Step 4
The student then begins to earn training units (T.U.) by taking courses and submitting reflective papers.  The student is awarded his/her WLI diploma when they have completed all of the WLI diploma requirements.

How to Enroll in a Class, Conference, or Event

In order to complete the requirements to earn a diploma, the student must earn a specific number of training units (TUs) as stated in the letter that was received from WLI-Northeast when the student was accepted into the Institute.  New students will need to attend at least one course with one of the 10 core faculty members prior to completing their first diploma program

Classroom courses are the major training component provided directly by WLI-Northeast.  While the format will vary according to the need, a typical model is a 2-day course, taught by one or more of the top practitioners in the field.  However, various conferences, seminars, classes at the Equipping Center and events will also be certified for training units.  When attending a conference where there is a charge to attend, the fee for the training units will be the audit price.   

WLI-Northeast does not give retroactive credit once you are a student.  Your assignments must be turned in within 60-90 days after the class or event.
WLI-Northeast Class
WLI-Northeast has a web page available at www.wlinortheast.org . This web page will have an up-to-date listing of all WLI-Northeast classes and certified conferences. To register for one of the classes, please contact our office to enroll.  To reserve a spot in a classroom tuition will need to be paid for the class prior to attending.  Some of the classes may fill up, so it is important to register in advance. After the class a reflective paper will need to be completed and turned in within 60-90 days.
A course can only be taken once for training units.
It is the responsibility of the student to take care of their financial obligations to WLI-Northeast.  Do not come to the course and request money from other students.  If there is an exception to this guideline please contact our offices. 

Tuition

As an official WLI-Northeast student there are a couple of different ways to pay the tuition.  The first way is to make a lump sum payment.  After the diploma is earned any credit on account will be reimbursed or the credit may be used to pay for future courses as the student chooses.

Another method is to pay for training units at registration for each course. Following are a few guidelines to remember when paying the tuition as you take classes.

· Tuition must be paid prior to attending a WLI class.

· Tuition needs to be paid to receive training units for all self-directed or home-based studies. 

As stated previously, all tuition must be paid and current before additional classes are taken.  If unable to attend a class, there will be a $50 per course cancellation fee.  Any tuition paid for future training units will be subject to a 10% administrative fee if a request is made for a refund or withdrawal from the institute.

WLI Diploma Requirements
WLI students must complete the following WLI diploma requirements prior to receiving a WLI diploma.

1) Each diploma track requires students complete a total of 120 training units (TUs).

2) 32 TUs must be taken in a live format which includes attending a WLI course, attending an outside course/conference, or web casting.

3) 60 TUs (of the 120) must be WLI Courses.  These courses may be taken live, web cast, or on CD/ DVD.  (Please note that if a student is placed at 50% advanced standing, all course work must be WLI courses.)

4) Complete one WLI core course in each of the 6 core topic areas for each diploma.  This accounts for 24 TUs of the 60.  The core topic areas are:

      a) Apostolic                                         b) Deliverance
      c) Intercession                                     d)  Prophetic
      e) Healing/signs and wonders             f)  Spiritual warfare.

5)  Student account balances must be paid in full.

There is no delineation between courses taken for the Associate, Bachelor, Master, Doctor Diploma tracks.  All courses may be applied towards all diplomas.

Students are automatically approved for next level diploma track upon graduation.  No additional applications or fees are required to advance into the next diploma track.  Any extra TUs earned (above the 120) will roll over into the next diploma track.  For example, if a student earned 123 TUs for the Bachelors diploma, 3 TUs would roll over into their Master program.

METHODS OF EARNING CREDIT

1.  Typically each WLI course is 4 TUs.  
2.  Since many of the WLI courses are on CD or DVD, credit can be received by purchasing an entire class on CD or DVD and turning in a reflective paper.  Please submit a request form prior to listening to the class.

3.  Some WLI classes may offer optional reading.  The student may earn 1TU by reading 150 pages or 2 TUs for reading 300 pages.  A reading report form must be submitted for each book read.  The student must submit these along with the reflective paper within the 60 to 90 day time frame.

4.  Students may also attend certified WLI classes at other regional schools.  Again please pre-apply.

5.  To earn training units by attending a conference, event, or seminar that is not WLI-Northeast certified, submit a Request for Credit Form prior to attending an event. Please list all the speakers at the conference or event.  Once this form is approved turn in the assignment and pay the tuition 60-90 days after the seminar or event attended.

6. Certain monthly focuses taught at “The Equipping Center” may qualify for up to 2 TU’s toward the WLI Northeast Diploma requirements.  Contact the WLI Dean or Registrar prior to attending to ensure the TEC class can be used for credit. 

7.  Short Term Mission Trips.  One week is usually worth 6 TUs.  Any trip may earn up to a maximum of 12 TUs.  The yearly limit for mission trips is 24 TUs.
8.  4 TUs can be earned per year for practical ministry.
9.  Available to Pastors and Parachurch Ministers.  Please submit an outline along with the request for credit.


a) Pastors and ministry leaders can yearly apply for 10 TUs for overseeing their church or 

Ministry.  If the church grew 10% [or 20 %] in the year in attendance an additional 2 TUs [or 4 

TUs] can be earned. Maximum additional TUs earned is 4 per year


b)  Preaching in another church – 2 TUs, up to 10 per year


c)  Teaching at a conference plenary session – 1 TU for each session, up to 10 per year.  

Additional training units are available if the minister listens to the other conference speakers.

10)  Self -Directed Study.  Occasionally a student requests to work on a project that has spiritual value outside of the other options listed above.  A student would have to fill out a self- directed study proposal form and submit it for approval.  If this proposal is approved, the student will have 60 to 90 days from the date of completion to turn in their reflective paper.
Events not generally accepted for credit

1) While we at WLI encourage the reading of the Bible, we do not give credit for Bible studies.

2)  We do not give credit for college classes taken for a degree or toward any type of certificate.

Guidelines to Help Complete Assignments

The first thing to remember when completing assignments is to use whatever will help.  We have designed WLI-Northeast to have as few restrictions as possible.  We have done this to allow the student the freedom to learn in their own style and pace.

The first assignment after attending a certified conference, class, or seminar is to write a reflective paper.  Write this paper in any style or format desired.  The purpose of this paper is to help assimilate what has been learned.  A typical outline would be as follows (remember this is only a suggestion): list the event, location, list of primary speakers, general overview of the event, reaction to the event, how the event impacted the student, and how you will apply the event to your life and ministry. The best reflective paper minors on description and majors on analysis and application. The minimal length of the paper will be one page.

To do optional reading in association with a class (in some classes there may be a reading required) to earn the assigned number of training units please complete one reading report form for each book that is read.  They must be submitted with the reflective paper and cover sheet.
New Student Referral Program
We recognize that the best way to recruit new students is by word of mouth.  Therefore, we are offering all students an incentive to help us recruit new students. Refer a person to WLI and if they become an official student (enter a Diploma Program) we will give one free class equal to 4 TU’s.  

In order to earn this award the prospective student must list the students name on the application, clearly stating the student referred them to WLI-Northeast.  Once they become an official student and pay tuition, the student will receive credit for one free course.

Recording of Courses and Prophecies

Most of the WLI-Northeast courses are available in audio.  After the course, they will be able to be purchased once it is edited and compressed into a file. We do not allow any personal tape recordings of courses.  Please see the home-based study catalog for further information.

WLI-Northeast will attempt to have handheld recorders available for capturing personal prophecies.  However, sometimes they are not all recorded due to mechanical or other problems.  It is the student’s responsibility to tape the prophecies. We will not pull them from the audio masters.  They will be deleted from the home base study audio.  

Doctoral Graduates- Audit Fee

Doctor of Practical Ministry graduates may audit a course for $20.00

Diploma Completion

At the end of each diploma program, if the student chooses to continue with the next program, the training units will begin at “0”.  This would apply to the Associate, Bachelor, and Master of Practical Ministry. 

Ordination

WLI does not ordain any students.  Spiritual coverings should come through the students nuclear or extended church leadership.
